The Bardolino designation extends along the eastern shore of Lake Garda, in the province of Verona, Veneto.
A unique territor in Italy for its climatic and landscape complexity, ranging from the Mediterranean climate along 
the lake’s coast where olive tre es, citrus plants, and bougainvillea alternate to the continental and fl at area of 
Sommacampagna, up to Monte Baldo with its distinctly mountainous climate.

Lugana is the name of a magical land between the hills and fertile plains South of Lake Garda. The Indigenous Turbiana 
Grape, the Microclima and the Clay soil are the natural architects, that give us a charming white wine, virtuous and 
capable of winning the challenge of time, while resting in bottles. The Denomination, born in 1967, promotes fi ve 
different styles characterized by freshness and authenticity to return moments of pure inspiration and elegance.

A contemporary wine for the great drinkability of its young version, but fascinating for the complexity and longevity 
of the Custoza “Superiore” and “Riserva”. Located to the south-east of Lake Garda, the Custoza region is highly 
appreciated for the authenticity and charm of the places yet to be discovered with its villages, castles and wine 
cellars: a unique wine destination to experience the pleasure of a warm and authentic family welcome.

When we speak of Valtènesi we think of a light and delicate pink wine, born of tradition and the desire to experiment. 
A wine strongly linked to its territory and the dolce vita. We are located on the Brescia side of Lake Garda in the 
Valtènesi area, consisting of 18 municipalities. From Sirmione to Gardone Riviera via Muscoline and Bedizzole. 
Facing the sunrise, the Valtènesi is cool nights, light breezes and sunny mornings. A gentle climate that gives our 
wines fi nesse and elegance.

A hilly region with unique landscape characteristics, straddling Lombardy and Veneto, protected by mountains and 
overlooking the largest basin in Italy: here, between the provinces of Brescia, Mantova and Verona, lies the Garda DOC 
appellation. This is a wine production area where special climate conditions have shaped the qualities of the various 
grape varieties that grow there ove r time and still defi ne their distinctive characteristics to this day.
